Minutes of the Pulmonary Pathology Society Meeting

USCAP meeting in Chicago, IL on 2/ 23/ 02 (includes items also discussed at board meeting)

The business portion of the Pulmonary Pathology Society Meeting was convened following presentations on Pulmonary Infectious Disease.

The Treasurer’s report was given by Dr. Victor Roggli.  He reported that finances are good with money in reserve.   Excess revenues of $6615 were generated in Seattle.  Currently, the society has a positive balance of $22,970 from 12/1/01.  A letter for dues payment and an update of membership information will be sent out.  

A report on the Awards Committee was given by Dr. Paul Ohori.   He requested additional suggestions of possible resident applicants for the Pulmonary Pathology Stipend.  This program is designed to foster interest in Pulmonary Pathology by providing funding for a one-month rotation of residents interested in Pulmonary Pathology with a renowned pulmonary pathologist.  He mentioned that Eisaburo Sasatomi, MD, PhD, from the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center, received the Pulmonary Pathology Award for 2001 and that Neil Abrahams, MD, from the Cleveland Clinic, received a Pulmonary Pathology Stipend award to study with Dr. Thomas Colby in Scottsdale, AZ for one month in 2001.

Sam Hammer reported that the recent biennial Pulmonary Pathology Society Meeting in Seattle, 2001, with 75 people attending, went very well and was a huge success.  Almost all evaluations were excellent.  He advised the coordinators of the next meeting to start early in getting out the brochure to encourage the best possible attendance.

Victor Roggli reported that the Pulmonary Pathology organization website (www.pulmonarypath.org) is now up and running.  Membership lists are up and on line.  They have begun an online “case of the month”.
